The Fish Tank scene from Finding Nemo 
gets some new accessories: the Tiki Hut 
and Tiki Heads. 
Traditionally September is also the moth 
of the Fall Premiere Event. The Event will 
be held from September 22 until 
September 24. The main part is played 
by Cruella: she is released in a 
numbered and limited edition of 3,500 
pieces.

Dreamfinder & Figment 
 

It could be a new tradition: this year the 
Walt Disney World® Resort will have an 
event with Figment.  
 
Figment was the hero of one of Epcot’s 
rides: Journey into Imagination. This ride 
opened it’s doors on March 5th, 1983 
and was close October 10th, 1998, but 
the characters are still very popular.  
 
The ride was part of Future World in 
Epcot. In a cart 
visitors were guided 
on a fantastic journey 
created by one’s own 
imagination.  
The guide during this 
adventure was 
Dreamfinder: he 
created figments with 
the things he collected 
(like sunbeams, 
musical notes etc.). 
During the ride the 
famous song by the 
Sherman Brothers was played: “One 
Little Spark”. 
 
The “real” Dreamfinder and Figment 
could often be found on Imagination 
Pavilion in Epcot. 
 

The sculpture of this duo will only be 
available during a special event in Epcot 
(Walt Disney World® Resort) on 
September 9th, 2006. Tickets to this 
event are for sale at $350,- each: the 
sculpture (worth $199,-) is included in 
this price. During the event the sculptor, 
Bruce Lau, will be available for signings.  
 
Figment is plussed with pewter wings 
and horns. Dreamfinder’s glasses are 
made of brass wire.
