 Spring Premiere Event 
 

During the weekend of March 25th the 
Spring Event of 2006 has been held. This 
special event had one Disney character 
playing the main role: Stitch. 
 
The newest Stitch is approximately 12 
cms tall and is based on a concept 
drawing by Dean Dublois, one of the 

writers of the Disney 
classic Lilo & Stitch.  
The sculpture has 
been made by  
Jacqueline Perreault 
Gonzales and is 
released in a 
numbered limited 
edition of 4,000 
pieces.  
 

 
 
In the Spotlights 
 

A not so well-known character of the 
Walt Disney Classics Collection is the 
sculpture of Diana, Goddess of the Hunt.  
 
Diana plays only a small part in the 
Disney classic Fantasia (1940), but is a 
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character that has been carefully picked  
or this feature: it shows the feeling for 
detail of Walt Disney.

The choice of the creation of a sculpture 
of Diana by the Walt Disney Classics 
Collection was no coincidence at all. It 
was the intention to bring the collection 
to the next level: showing the public 
what the collection was capable of, 
artistically speaking. When the figurine 
was first showed at the International 
Collectibles Exposition in Anaheim, 
California the reactions were 
overwhelming and more than positive: 
the collection had succeeded in its goal.  
 
The figurine has been released in a 
numbered edition of only 1,940 pieces 
(in honor of the release year of Fantasia) 
and was only available through Gold 
Circle Dealers. The moon and the arrow 
are made of bronze.  
 
This sculpture has become more and 
more rare each year: it is now hardly 
being offered at the Secondary Market.

Kent Melton has created the Frost Fairies 
“Delicate Dance of Winter” years ago for 
the Walt Disney Classics Collection: it 
wasn’t the intention to produce them at 
all.
